Meet the new member of the Natural Resources Team, Ms. Charlotte 

Gobin. Before joining the GEF, Charlotte worked for over two years at 

the French Environment Ministry on marine and coastal issues, focusing 

particularly on the review of the European Common Fisheries Policy. 

She was also the lead of coral reef initiatives. Charlotte served as the 

Biodiversity focal point for France on several Regional Sea 

Conventions. From 2007 to 2009, she was Policy Officer at the Mekong 

River Commission, responsible for preparing a series of guidelines on 

hydropower data sharing for Mekong’s countries, together with the 

development of a CSOs policy. From 2004 to 2007, she was appointed 

as monitoring and evaluation officer for an international foundation working in West Africa. 

Based in Mauritania, Charlotte assessed a portfolio of 20 projects on marine protected areas, 

fisheries, integrated coastal management in four different countries in West Africa. She set-

up also a small grants fund to support local and land-based actions in this region. Charlotte 

began her professional career as coordinator of a European program (LIFE Nature) for 

marine bird conservation in the Mediterranean region. She was involved in European 

research programs on biomass harvesting from marine protected area and fish stock 

evaluation. Charlotte holds a Master Degree in Coastal Engineering from the European 

Institute of the Sea. 
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
