The proponent organization prepares
a brief project concept note and submits
it to the SGP Country Programme.

If the project is found eligible, the
project proponent prepares a project
proposal. In some cases, this step may
be supported by a planning grant.

Project proposals are reviewed
by the National Steering
Committee (NSC).

.

The NSC reviews the proposal
and either accepts, rejects, or
returns it to the proponent with
recommendations for formulating
and refining the project.

Approved projects sign grant
agreement. SGP grants are usually
paid in three installments, based
on successful implementation
and reporting.

Ten (10) 1.5 KW solar electricity systems for the Maneabas provide children with
longer hours reading and studying, and more community activities can now take

place in the evenings and nights.

The community toilets also improved the cleanliness and sanitation of the
villages and beaches.

SGP Samoa is a sub-regional programme that covers Niue, Samoa and Tokelau. Since
joining in 2003, over USS5 million has been committed to more than 200 projects
covering a varlety of focal areas — biodiversity, climate change adaptation & mitigation,
international waters, land degradation, chemicals and waste management, capacity
development.

These islands are most vulnerable to climate change impacts, with sea level rise, coastal
erosion, coral bleaching, and storm surges.

A major challenge on the islands is natural disasters such as cyclones, flooding,
droughts, land degradation, soil erosion, salt water intrusion, and waste management.
